Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 15th April 2015  These had been circulated and approved and were signed by the Chairman as a true record.  
7.
Matters arising from the Minutes of  15th April 2015 meeting:  
It was noted that despite an invitation in The LINK, no-one had responded to the request for comments on the 301 bus service.  Neither had Cllr. J. Parry forwarded the contact number for Arriva. 
8.
It was noted that a resident has set up a Facebook page for Quendon & Rickling and this can be used to advertise newsworthy items/events etc.
9.
BC said he will be visiting Coney Acre to oversee the Community Skip which is scheduled for the weekend of 16/17 May.
10.  
Public Participation A member of the public expressed disappointment at the small number of attendees at the meeting.  AP agreed and said the PC would like to see more involvement from the Community.
11.
Finance The Clerk noted that renewal notice for insurance had been received from Zurich Municipal.  A 3 year Long Term Agreement was entered into in 2014.  The renewal premium is £575.82 and includes the recent additions to assets (village maps).  It was unanimously agreed that the renewal premium should be paid.   
12.
The Clerk reported that a communication had been received from The Pensions Regulator advising that all employers with at least one member of staff must automatically enrol those who are eligible into a workplace pension scheme and contribute towards it.  The staging date for Q&R PC is 1st November 2016.  The Clerk advised that she has completed the initial registration to receive further information.

14.  Correspondence A letter had been received from Support4Sight thanking the PC for the donation of £75.  
15.   The Legal Update issued by EALC had been circulated and it was noted that most of the information required to be published on the website is already made available.  The Clerk will ensure that all the mandatory information is published within the given timeframe. 
16.  Update on Forums/Presentations  None attended.
AP said he had received an invitation to the UALC AGM to be held on 28th May but would be unable to attend and asked if CP would be able to go.
17.  Training  The newly elected Councillors, SB, SK and LMcD said they would attend the UDC New Councillor and Code of Conduct courses.

18.
Broadband BC said an announcement regarding the Phase 2 rollout was due to be made in the early part of May.  If nothing happens he will contact Kevin Bentley, Cabinet Member for Superfast Broadband.
19.
Neighbourhood Watch  AP said no volunteers have come forward and therefore there is currently no-one to liaise with Alan Johnson, Uttlesford NHW.  Details of Police Local Community Meeting dates and venues are published in the LINK. 
20.  
Parking/Speed Limit (Green Road)   AP reported that a speed survey had been undertaken in Green Road and the results were such that a reduction in the speed limit to 20 mph looks favourable.  This will be considered by ECC when future funding becomes available.
21. Village Plan  CP advised that the document has now been finished and is currently with the printers for proofs.  He said Annette Chapman had done a splendid job in putting the document together.  The Steering Group is hoping to give a presentation in the Village Hall on 6th June with members of the Group present to explain the results.   A spreadsheet of the results will be published on the Q&R website to accompany the Plan.
The number of Steering Group members has diminished over time and it is the intention to try to expand the Group again.  This may be done by the current Steering Group using one of the Village Coffee Mornings to encourage people to join.  It was suggested that this be put on Q&R Facebook.

BC said the action plan is currently in draft form and the future Steering Group should be community weighted rather than PC.  This should be put on the next Agenda.

22. Highways   ECC Highways had confirmed that the LHP Schemes proposed by Q&R have been put forward for consideration but Uttlesford LHP is fully committed for the current financial year so any viable projects would not be considered until further funding is allocated.
In the meantime, a speed survey for Cambridge Road in the vicinity of Belchams Lane has been requested, and it is likely this will go forward for a study at a future Highways meeting.

ECC asked what physical measures the parish would like to see with regard to parking on the footways and suggested markings delineating parking boundaries.  This is something to be followed up.

It was noted that along Manuden Lane, near to Maces Farm, the road has been broken up by heavy vehicles.  The Clerk will report the problem on the Highways website.
