Public Participation 
Cllr Hargreaves and Cllr. Parry said they had each been appointed to 3 committees at UDC.  They also expressed the opinion that the UDC Planning Committee now has a better balance with 3 Residents4U representatives.  AP registered his dissatisfaction with the conduct of the Planning Committee at one of the meetings he had recently attended.  Cllr. Hargreaves said he would look at the tape of the meeting to see what had happened.

Each of the two Councillors has £3k to spend allocated from the New Homes Bonus.  Cllr. Parry will use hers for schools and playgroups and Cllr. Hargreaves will use his for structures.

31.  Correspondence Details of the RCCE Annual Meeting had been received.  These were passed to AP
32.   Update on Forums/Presentations  None attended.
33.  Dog Fouling The need for another bin and its possible location was discussed.  It was agreed that, for the time being, a further notice could be put in the LINK to ask dog owners whether a new bin at the entrance to the track to the woods at Brick Kiln Lane may be useful and also to put a notice on the website.
34.
Conservation Area  Cllr. Hargreaves advised that the report had been put before the UDC Committee and had been approved.
35.
Winter Salt Programme  BC advised that sufficient stocks of salt are held but we should advice ECC that we are continuing to participate in the Scheme.  He has completed a risk assessment which should be put on the website and he will put a note in the Autumn edition of the LINK.

36.
Emergency Plan  An update of Emergency Plans had been requested by UDC.  TJ and SK will work together to revise the Q&R Plan.  AP suggested that those persons named in the current document be contacted to ensure they are still willing/able to be contacted and assist if necessary.
37.
Broadband  BC said he had looked at the interactive map for Phase 2 of the rollout and, as far as Q&R is concerned, it looks disappointing.  He has contacted BT to see if his interpretations are correct and awaits a response.  He said it looks like the only way forward will be to lobby the providers, the local Cabinet Member for Superfast Broadband and maybe the local MP.
38.   Village Plan  CP expressed his thanks to everyone involved in preparing and launching the Plan and read out a card from Christine Osborne,  addressed to the PC and Steering Group expressing her congratulations to all those who worked to put the Plan together.  Copies of the Plan will be sent to the relevant interested bodies.  UDC had advised that the Plan would need to be endorsed by the PC before they accept it and put it on the UDC website.  AP put forward a motion for the PC to accept the document and this was seconded and unanimously agreed.  

CP said there will be a further meeting in the coming weeks to ascertain who is staying on the Steering Group and to formulate an action plan to take the Plan forward and follow up on the issues raised.  At the Plan launch, one person volunteered to join the Group in its next phase. 
39.   PROWs  The Clerk had written to Highways concerning the overgrown vegetation along Forsters Footpath and had received an acknowledgement saying they would look at the problem within 20 days.    It was noted that it is not only the vegetation at ground level which is a problem (although some had been cut back) but overhanging trees.  AP and BC will walk along the path to see if they can establish who owns/should be responsible for the areas in question. 
SK said she will speak to the Farm Manager concerning the various footpaths managed by Strutt & Parker which are overgrown.
40.  Highways   It was not known whether the proposed speed survey for Cambridge Road in the vicinity of Belchams Lane has been carried out yet.  This should be followed up as Highways had advised that it is likely this will go forward for a study at a future Highways meeting.

41. It was noted that the Clerk had contacted UDC concerning the deterioration in the  condition of the wall at Thistley Crescent.  UDC had apologised for not having followed up the matter since reporting it in 2013 and said the right hand side of the wall was their responsibility and would be re-built.  Their legal team is investigating ownership/responsibility for the left hand side.
42.   Quendon Wood  It was noted that ECC had confirmed that the report on the application for a PROW through the wood had been completed and put forward but there was no indication as to whether the application was recommended for approval or not.  The Clerk had been advised that a definitive answer can probably not be expected for at least a few months.
