185. 2015/16 Precept The 2015/16 precept form was completed for the amount of £11,512, being the agreed precept requirement amount of £12,500, net of the UDC LCTS Grant of £988, and was duly signed by the Chairman and Clerk 
186. Correspondence  Nothing noted.
187. Update on Forums/Presentations  None attended
188. Appraisal of Conservation Area  AP advised that Mr. Tice, Uttlesford District Council had been in contact and had advised that the draft version of the Conservation Area Appraisal document had been completed and that the PC would be receiving a copy ahead of the public presentation to be held in the Village Hall on 21st February.  Mr. Tice had taken on board the PC’s suggestion that where a property had been crossed by the conservation boundary the boundary should be extended to include the whole of that property.  
After the public presentation, any necessary amendments will be made and the final document will be put to Cabinet for approval.
189. Broadband  BC advised that he is still looking at ways to pursue this personally and will then assess how to proceed on behalf of the Parish.  
190. Neighbourhood Watch/Crime  AP advised that forthcoming surgery dates had been published.  RA said it would be useful to have notification of the dates in time for publication in the LINK.  AP said he would ask Derek Griffin to send future notices direct to RA. 
191. Gypsy Traveller Site Consultation  It was noted that whilst Quendon & Rickling are not directly affected the PC had prepared a response supporting Arkesden PC in their opposition to the site. The PC had also assisted in arranging a leaflet drop to all residents to raise awareness.  NA had arranged the printing of the leaflet and it was unanimously agreed that the cost of £30 should be reimbursed. 
192. Village Plan  CP said a meeting had been held and, in the absence of Michael Atlee, Chairman, it had been agreed to create the position of Vice Chairman to which CP had been elected.   CP also noted that RA had resigned from the Steering Group which meant they had lost the Editor.  CP thanked RA for his work to date.  A new Editor had been appointed (Annette Chapman) and she had looked at reducing some of the content of the final document.  A second draft has been formulated and sent to RCCE for their advice/comment.
The next meeting of the Group will be when a representative of RCCE is available to attend.

The target date for completion is the end of March and, in the meantime, the group is looking for someone to undertake the printing of the document.

BC had prepared and circulated to the PC a draft Terms of Reference for the Steering Group post publication of the document.  This was agreed in principle but will be put to RCCE for comment before formal adoption.  

193.
Bus Shelter outside The Pottery  The Clerk had contacted the builder to find out why the work to put a window in the shelter had not been carried out as promised and was waiting for a response.   She will follow up.
194. Village Map  BC advised that a second board had been ordered and would be delivered within 3-4 weeks.  He has more or less decided on the locations and will contact the owners of the sites. 

195. Quendon & Rickling Fun Run Stephanie Bridgewater advised that Rickling School PTA is hoping to arrange a 5k, 10k and Fun Run in June 2015.  To make the event viable £800 needs to be raised and she has contacted Strutt & Parker to see if they are willing to offer any sponsorship.   She said it is hoped this will be a community event and that, as well as runners to take part, volunteers are needed to take on the roles of marshals, etc.
196.  Highways – LHP Scheme Requests   AP advised that the Clerk has started to prepare the applications for the following areas of concern which had been highlighted:

Parking in Green Road

Parking on the pavement outside Waterbutt Row

Parking in the bus lay-by outside Providence Cottage 
Dangerous junction at Belchams Lane

Overgrown footpaths along the B1383 in both directions, between the Village and Newport and Ugley
The Clerk will complete the documents and, where appropriate, include photograph.

Cllr. Joanna parry agreed that these projects would have her support.
197. Planning
a)     Applications 
i)  UTT/14/3662/FUL Land adjacent to Foxley House

Erection of 19 residential units (including 5 affordable homes)

AP advised that he, NA and CP had met with the Case Officer and Nigel Brown at UDC.  It was apparent that the application has numerous errors and inconsistencies and therefore the PC is unable to comment.  AP confirmed he had formally written to UDC advising them of this and UDC is to contact CALA Homes.  If there are no changes to the application there would be no alternative but to object to the whole scheme.

It was noted that a resident had written to the PC suggesting that, as part of the application approval process, a pedestrian crossing should be put on the B1383.  AP said it was unlikely this could be a condition of approval and noted that an application for a crossing had been submitted some 2/3 years ago and, following a survey and comments from Essex Highways, had been refused. It was agreed, however, that with the increase in population and development this matter should be addressed again and should be put on the Agenda for further discussion. 
It was also suggested that the current 30 mph speed limit restriction along the B1383 be extended and it was noted that in previous discussions it had been recommended that the speed limit signs be moved to include, at least, Ventnor Lodge and the proposed access to the new development. 

ii) UTT/15/077/P3MPA Barn at Orchard Farm, Rickling
