Correspondence A letter had been received from Maureen Hawkins, on behalf of the Quendon & Rickling PCC, thanking the Parish Council for the donation of £600 and the help from Councillors on the annual churchyard tidy up day.
199.
A letter from Stop Stansted Expansion had been received enclosing a Review of the Year for 2013 and asking for renewal of membership.  The annual membership for Parish & Town Councils is by donation (as little as £10) and it was agreed that £10 should be paid to maintain the PC’s connection with the campaign.

200.  Update on Forums/Presentations  AP and RA had attended for the Local Parishes Meeting on 4th February 2014 but it did not take place due to the venue being locked.  The meeting has been rescheduled for 20th February 2014.
It was noted that Brandon Chapman had attended an Aviation Seminar on 20th January 2014 and had circulated his notes.
201. Postal Services The Clerk had received a response from Saffron Walden Post Office explaining that a new permanent post person would be appointed in January/February.  This information had been circulated and a note put in The Link.
202.  VAS  AP advised that Cllr. Jeremy Rose had been asked to contact him to arrange a meeting to discuss the problems with the VAS and they duly met at the Council offices.  Cllr. Rose said he would raise the problem at the forthcoming Highways Panel Meeting but he did not attend.  The Clerk and AP will be meeting with Cllr. A. Walters, Head of the Highways Panel, and Rissa Long on 24th February 2014 to discuss other issues regarding Highways/Rangers and the subject of the VAS will be raised then.  Cllr. R. Gooding said he might also attend the meeting.   
203.  Grass Triangle (School/Pub) MA said he had received an e-mail from the Pub Manageress offering to arrange delivery of materials and supply labour to fill the potholes in the road leading between Green Road and the pub/school.  He noted that when the potholes in the pub car park were recently repaired, the cost of material was £38 per tonne.  It was estimated that 2 tonnes of material should suffice. As it was unclear as to who would pay for the materials, discussion ensued as to whose responsibility the road is.  It was agreed that the Clerk should write to Mrs. Bevan advising her of the offer and seeking her agreement.  MA will ask the school to contribute and it was agreed that in the meantime the Parish Council will pay £76 for the materials. 
AP will contact Mrs. Bevan to follow up on BC’s discussion regarding the triangle.
204.
Parking/Speed Limit (Green Road)   CP advised that he has arranged a meeting with the Sustrans Greater Essex Area Manager for 11 a.m. on 6th March 2014 and invited any of the Councillors who may be available to join them.
205.
Village Sign It was noted that the sign has been repaired and is back in situ.  The Clerk confirmed that the invoice has been received and forwarded to the insurers for payment.  It was also noted that BC had suggested writing to the driver who caused the damage and this will be followed up when BC next attends a PC Meeting. 
206. RCCE Membership  CP recommended that membership be renewed as this entitles the Parish to 2 visits from the RCCE organisation. As the Village Plan is nearing completion and approaching publication, assistance from RCCE would be useful.  It was agreed that the fee of £48 (inc. VAT) should be paid.
207.Village Plan  MA said there is nothing further to report at this stage but he will be arranging a further meeting of the Steering Group.  RA suggested that RCCE be invited to that meeting and MA said he would write to them for some suggested dates.

Village Map  AP confirmed that UDC had agreed that the outstanding £2,000 New Homes Bonus payment can be used for this project.
209. Allotments  AP said he can not see where there is any additional land available at the moment.  The Clerk had written to Mr. Peter Warwick asking for information regarding the number and availability of existing allotments and is awaiting a response.  
210. Quendon Wood   A letter addressed to the Sheikh has been sent to the Dubai Office.

Footpaths  NA said he had nothing further to report
212.  Highways  It was noted that the deer sign near “Dick’s Wood” is broken.  The Clerk will report this.  AP noted that he had sent a letter to Highways regarding the various issues outstanding and reiterated that, at the request of Cllr. Walters,  he and the Clerk will meet with him and Rissa Long on 24th February 2014 to discuss, in particular, the Rangers Service.  The Clerk noted she had asked for the Rangers to clear litter along the B1383.

Planning
In consideration of the recent planning decisions made by UDC, NA suggested that it might be beneficial if a regular officer were appointed for specific parishes to deal with applications.  The person appointed might then gain better knowledge of the area and decisions may be more consistent.  AP said he had written to Nigel Brown regarding recent decisions and would raise this point when the opportunity arises.
