It was agreed that a donation of £75 would be made to RNLI in memory of Ivor Bunster.
221.
Correspondence A letter had been received from Stop Stansted Expansion thanking the Parish Council for the donation of £10 to renew membership.
222.  Update on Forums/Presentations  AP advised that he had attended a Planning Meeting led by Nigel Brown and had circulated his notes.  AP stressed that one of the most pertinent questions he had raised at the meeting was: What is UDC policy on building on rural exception sites?  Mr. Brown had responded that any building on such sites would need to be Parish led.  AP had asked if he could be quoted on this, and he agreed.  
223.  Emergency Plan  The Clerk had forwarded a message from the UDC Emergency Planning & Fire Safety Office concerning flood warnings from the Environment Agency to TJ (Q&R Emergency Plan Co-ordinator)  TJ reported that he had reviewed the information and also looked at the Environment Agency maps of potential flood zones and had concluded that there would be no benefit in signing up to the scheme.
224.  Grass Triangle (School/Pub) MA said the pub manageress, the school and Mrs. Bevan had come to an arrangement for the repair of the approach road to pub/school.  It was noted that as this is private property, this is not an issue for the PC. 
225.
Parking/Speed Limit (Green Road)   CP advised that he, AP and TJ had met with a representative of Sustrans.  He advised that the organisation works with the community to provide solutions to traffic problems and develop suitable schemes.  The organisation uses its influence to get such schemes approved but the services are, however, costly.  In view of this (the likely cost of developing a scheme being c£10k) this course of action will be left on hold.   
226. Allotments  The Clerk had received information back from Mr. Peter Warwick concerning the number of allotments available and had put a notice in the Link advising anyone who was interested in taking one up to contact Mr. Warwick.  MA advised he had spoken to Mr. Warwick and to date no-one has contacted him.  The Clerk will put a notice on the notice boards.  
227.  Defibrillator Training  It was agreed that £300 would be paid for a refresher training course. CP said he had asked the Defib Team to look at suitable dates and he will arrange the training with the Essex Ambulance Service.

228.  Grass Cutting  The Clerk had circulated the quotation from Hilberys for grass cutting during 2014.  It was agreed this would be accepted and the Clerk would write to Hilberys accordingly.
229. Quendon Wood   AP advised he/NA are waiting for a response to the  letter sent to the Sheikh at the Embassy.

VAS   AP advised that he and the Clerk had met with Cllr. Walters, Chairman of the Local Highways Panel, and it had been agreed that a VAS for the northern end of the Village should be available within 3 months of the new financial year and this would be at a cost to the PC of no more than £4k.
231.  Highways  AP and the Clerk had met with Cllr. Walters and Rissa Long to discuss some of the recent problems with Highways Dept.  Clarification on the work of the Rangers was given and since the meeting some of the issues outstanding have been rectified.
