The payments listed above were unanimously authorised.
RA said that he had received 270 copies of the JPCSG letter regarding the Fairfield Appeal for distribution and pointed out that there is usually a charge of £30 for delivering notices with the LINK.  It was unanimously agreed that an invoice for £30 should be sent to the PC and this would be paid. 

MA said that Thelma Wilson had asked if she could re-fill the stone trough with plants and submit a claim reimbursement.  It was unanimously agreed that reimbursement would be made.

85.  Update to Model Financial Regulations The Clerk had circulated a draft of the new Model Financial Regulations with modifications she considered appropriate for Quendon & Rickling PC.  It was felt that there are still some clauses in the document which are unlikely to have any relevance to smaller parishes such as Q&R and, for simplicity, these should be omitted.  It was also noted that the current system whereby the Clerk presents a spreadsheet showing all expenditure and budgets at each meeting, as well as recording details of the payments and financial position in the Minutes of every meeting, is considered sufficient monitoring.    A further draft reflecting these discussions will be circulated and the final document adopted at a later date. 
86. Correspondence The Clerk had circulated an invitation to an event to take place in Saffron Walden Town Hall on 26th September to mark the 30th Anniversary of Home Start.
87.  A letter had been received from Essex Air Ambulance thanking the PC for its past support and seeking further donations.  It was unanimously agreed that a donation of £100 would be made.

88.  The Clerk had circulated a bulletin from EALC issuing guidance on data protection obligations and, in particular, the publishing of photographs online.  The Clerk will look at the advice again and report back at the next meeting with any action to be taken. 
89.  Update on Forums/Presentations  None attended

90.  Parking/Speed Limit (Green Road)    AP noted that he had been in contact with Chris Stoneham and two traffic surveys are to go ahead time now that the new school term has started. Once these have been completed the case will be put forward to the Highways Panel.   
91. Village Plan  RA said he is in the process of collating the information and will spend a week of his holiday finalising the document.  He had sent an e-mail to participants stating the deadline for receipt of information and advising that if it is not received by that date it will not go in.  AP said he would be happy for the timetable to be relaxed but RA said he is still working towards the original date.
92.
Village Map BC had advised that he has ordered one Notice Board with Map from Greenbarnes at a cost of £884.94 plus VAT and is finalising the detail before printing.  This is likely to be delivered in November and will be sited on the Village Hall.  

The RGRA will decide at their meeting in November whether a second board can be placed on the side of the cricket pavilion.  Mrs. Bevan had no objection to the suggestion.  

93.    Big Tree Plant  Details of a national tree planting scheme had been circulated.  After some discussion, including discussion on land ownership and on-going responsibility for, and maintenance of, the trees, it was decided not to participate in the scheme.

Bus Shelter outside The Pottery  MA said he had received a quotation for the work to put in a window, which he would pass to the Clerk.  The Clerk had also requested a quotation from another local builder.  It was noted that a resident had suggested installing a mirror rather that making a window in the shelter but it was considered a window would be more suitable and, in the long run, probably less costly. 

95.  Quendon Wood   AP confirmed that the formal request for  a PRoW had been submitted to ECC and notification of the application sent to Pegasi c/o Strutt & Parker. 
96. Highways It was noted that the post for the VAS has been put up and the unit is still awaited.    
97.  Footpaths The Clerk reported that she had contacted Strutt & Parker regarding the need for Footpath 22 to be cut back and they had confirmed this would be dealt with.
98.  Planning
AP noted that the revised plans for the Foxley site had been circulated by e-mail and from the initial feedback from the Councillors it would appear that no-one is in favour.  AP said he would call CALA Homes with a view to arranging a meeting to discuss the plans further.  It was noted that it has been confirmed that the proposed gift of land will be accepted by Rickling School.

An initial investigation found that the allegation was incorrect and that an access had in fact been created with appropriate planning permission.  No further action will be taken and the file on this investigation will be closed.
